Chair’s Report.

Mid-Winter Meeting Report

General Comments: Great meeting, excellent educational program, particularly Judge
Neff, Megan Norris/David Calzone presentations, afterglow well-attended, approximately
60, band was determined to be a draw.

Section Member Comments from cards: Robert Boonin provided analysis of comment
cards, demographic charts. Ideas for speakers for next year: Jimmy Hoffa, Jr., Maureen
Dowd, Posner, Mikva, Bok, Tribe, Tom Gerghegan, Robert McCormick.

Venue: one commenter talked about change of venue; George Wirth commented re:
union staff an important aspect of venue selection, Dan Swanson suggested casinos may
be appropriate alternative. Also discussed Inn at St. John’s which now has a room to
accommodate Friday reception/afterglow. However, non-union. Consensus that if
seriously considering another venue, need to do so immediately. Committee formed to



contact casinos and Book Cadillac and make comparisons: Dan Swanson, Joe Starr,
Darcie Brault, Robert Boonin.

Some logistical problems with the Reading Room at the DAC. Would have to change the
weekend in order to get the room next to the Dining Room. Discussed possible change to
February 5 and 6 if can get the other room.

May have been a few people who were unable to reserve rooms at the DAC. They did fill
up.

DAC bill $23,489.42; 227 dinners served; 30 no shows/40 walk-ins; question whether
drinks were “all in” the bill. May be that “now and later” ticket dichotomy led to fewer
use of tickets. Discussion that spend of $30,000 to $31,000 with income of $20,000 is
sustainable, but loss greater than $10,000 likely to be unsustainable into the future given
dues income and other major expenses.

NLRB Meeting: Dennis Boren reported that the meeting went well, approximately 20
attendees, from 3:30 to 5:15.

Law School For Legislators February 11, 2009; discussion of number of anticipated
participants. May consider setting a mandatory minimum next time. Dan Swanson, Jeff
Donahue and Megan Norris will update Council next month.

Spring Seminar Megan Norris and Dan Swanson met with the planning committee (10 —

and a format: Round table format. Discussed possible topics, both practical and
substantive. Three 45 minute sessions with opportunities to network. Raise ticket price to
pay for valet.
