Explanation of the position, including any recommended amendments: 
SB 67 is a revised version of a bill we opposed last term.  It now requires child support payers to notify the payee and the 
FOC by ordinary mail if the payer anticipates receiving property, including money, against which a lien will be levied 
under MCL 552.625A.  .The Family Law Section felt that before such a duty is imposed on the payer, they should be 
given notice, at least in the Uniform Child Support Order.  We also felt it should only apply if the payer is more than two 
months behind in child support and the anticipated sums are at least $1,000.  The Family Law Section opposes this bill 
unless those amendments are made.
