Hundreds of people, including national and 
local dignitaries, gathered on the campus of 
Wayne State University Law School in Detroit 
recently to celebrate the grand opening of 
the Damon J. Keith Center for Civil Rights. 
The 10,000-square-foot, two-story building 
honors the life and legacy of Judge Keith, a 
civil rights leader, one of our country’s fore-
most jurists, and 1956 Wayne State Univer-
sity Law School alumnus. The center, which 
features classrooms, conference rooms, a 
lecture hall, and student organization space, 
will advance learning, encourage community 
engagement, and promote civil rights. An 
interactive exhibit, Marching Toward Justice: 
The History of the Fourteenth Amendment, 
was unveiled before the opening ceremony.

The Keith Center has been supported by 
endowments and donations from prominent 
foundations and philanthropists in Metro 
Detroit and beyond, including A. Alfred 

Taubman, the Henry Ford II Fund, the Edsel B. 
Ford II Fund, the W. K. Kellogg Foundation, 
the DTE Energy Foundation, and the Com-
munity Foundation for Southeast Michigan. n

At the SBM Annual 
Meeting in September, the Bar unveiled 
its latest plaque commemorating Milliken 
v Bradley, a 1970s case centering on 
school desegregation in Detroit that ad-
vanced all the way to the United States 
Supreme Court.

to Michigan legal history. Also identify 
potential speakers for the dedication cere
mony, locations where the plaque could be 
permanently placed, and links to reference 
material.
