Announces Winners of Writing Contest

Kyle Quigley, a Thomas M. Cooley Law
School graduating student, received a
$500 prize for his first-place finish in the
2013 Michigan Innovation and IP Legal
Writing Competition sponsored by the
SBM Intellectual Property Law Section
and the Cooley Law School Graduate
Program in Intellectual Property. Quigley’s
winning paper is titled “The Experimen-
tal Use of Exception to Patent Infringe-
ment Should Be Expanded: The Proposal
of a Modified Exception Comprising a
Bright-Line Rule Permitting Experimental
Use Upon Delivery of Express Notice of

Intent.” Second place and a $300 prize
went to University of Michigan Law School
graduate Tasha Francis for her paper ti-
tled “Continued Employment as Sufficient
Consideration for Pre-Invention Assignment
Agreements.” Third place and a $200
prize went to Jordan Zuppke, a Cooley
graduating student, for his paper “Sole
Purpose.” The winning papers will be pub-
lished in the IPLS Proceedings journal, and
winners will receive complimentary reg-
istration for the Annual Intellectual Prop-
erty Summer Institute or Spring Intellectual
Property Seminar. m

More than 100 people pledged to partici-
pate in pro bono activities in the coming
year when Michigan Supreme Court Justice
Michael Cavanagh administered the pro
bono pledge to practicing attorneys and
faculty and students of Thomas M. Cooley
Law School at its Lansing campus on Octo-
ber 17. Participants also promised to com-
ply with or exceed the pro bono expectations
of their state bar associations. To meet Mich-
igan’s current voluntary pro bono standard,
attorneys are asked to provide representation
without charge to at least three low-income
individuals or organizations, provide at least
30 hours of professional services at no cost
to low-income individuals or organizations,
or donate a minimum of $300 to provide
legal aid to low-income individuals. m
