The checklists incorporate some, but not 
all, requirements of EO 2020-97, indicated in bold.  

They 
are practical guidance to help attorneys create plans and protocols to help 
ensure the health and safety of all those who enter their building. Each law 
office is unique, and it is incumbent on practitioners to apply relevant law 
and guidance to their individual practices, client bases, and general needs.
